Inspired by the Royal Arsenal, 
the new Woolwich station makes 
reference to the military history of the 
surrounding area. This can be seen in 
the pattern of bronze cladding, which 
frames the new station entrance, and 
the decorative design that wraps the 
station building.

Ticket hall 
• Entrance on Dial Arch Square. 
• Spacious and open, fi lled with natural light. 
• Brickwork is a modern interpretation of the 

historic buildings nearby. 
• Entrance clad in bronze featuring the pattern 

of a gun barrel, reminiscent of local industry. 

Platforms
• Wide concrete columns are wrapped 

in architectural bronze. 

• Red and blue features are a nod 
to the Corps of Royal Engineers, 
established in Woolwich.

• Perforated acoustic panels help to 
reduce noise.

• Bright and spacious to ease 
passenger fl ow. 

• Full height platform edge screens 
separate passengers from the tracks. 

• A new large ticket hall designed to 
celebrate local character. 

• Accessible from the platform to the 
street by lifts and escalators.

• 200+ metre long platforms.

When the new Elizabeth line station 
at Woolwich opens in 2018 it will 
support regeneration, reduce journey 
times and create new transport links.

ASSESSMENT OF THE EFFECTS OF TUNNELLING
Crossrail is committed to protecting properties from 
any ground movement as a result of our tunnelling.

Prior to the start of works, thousands of homes and 
business premises were surveyed to allow Crossrail 
to record existing defects. Now that tunnelling work 
is complete and ground movement has stopped, 
Crossrail is o� ering follow up surveys for 
certain properties.

If your property had a pre-construction survey and you 
believe that damage has since occurred as a result of 
our works you may be entitled to a second survey.
