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Inspired by the work of Isambard 
Kingdom Brunel and Matthew 
Digby Wyatt, the new station is an 
extension of their original grand 
design. Paddington’s Elizabeth line 
station is designed to make the most 
of daylight and built to Brunel’s 
10-foot grid pattern, resulting in a 
contemporary and elegant addition to 
the existing Grade 1 listed building.

Public art 
The 120 metre-long glazed canopy 
above the ticket hall will feature a 
major piece of public art. 

A Cloud Index by New York artist 
Spencer Finch will see di� erent types 
of clouds printed onto the canopy to 
create a picture of the sky which will 
change according to the light, the 
direction of the sun and the time of 
day. The cloudscape will also reduce 
solar glare into the station.

Forming a grand entrance the distinctive 
glazed canopy will enhance the station 
and public space. A new interchange will 
improve connections from the existing 
station. 

Following the 2018 opening, work will 
continue to deliver further enhancements 
including a new stone-paved pedestrian 
street lined with shops, cafes, benches, 
trees and new commercial developments.  

The new station forms part of the wider 
Paddington masterplan that will improve 
facilities and connections to the 
surrounding area.
